CURRICULUM

Dominion has 8 class periods each day. Classes meet for 46
minutes four days a week, and for 39 minutes one day a
week. There are two semesters in the school year. Credit is
granted each semester independently of any other semester.

The curriculum taught at Dominion is a complete college-
preparatory curriculum. In addition, Honors, Advanced
Placement (AP), and Dual Enrollment (DE) courses are offered
as indicated under the course listing.

Dual Enrollment courses are offered through a partnership
with Truett McConnell College (TMC). All DE courses are
offered on the DCS campus. Students taking DE courses
will receive high school and college credit while meeting
graduation requirements for a DCS diploma. There is no
fee for the DE program. DCS Dual Enrollment is a selective
enrollment programs; academic requirements from both
TMC and DCS must be met in order to enroll.

DCS hasimplemented the Partial Immersion Model of STEAM.
STEAM, as opposed to STEM, integrates the arts with science
in order to merge convergent with divergent thinkers. By
implementing the Partial Immersion Model, DCS integrates
STEAM -related experiences into the current curriculum.

Understanding that every student is uniquely and wonderfully
made, DCS makes every attempt to provide an individualized
program for each student. In the event a course is not offered,
students may request to take online courses (Ex: AP Courses,
other Foreign Languages) for credit towards a diploma.

The DCS Academic Coaching Program is a program that
provides for support for students with learning disabilities.
During the course the student learns how to use an agenda;
improves study skills; utilizes test accommodations; learns
the art of organization; recognizes their learning style and
learn ways to best utilize them; and sets goals and achieves
them.
